Saints, whether we’ve never read it or read it every day, each of us must make up our own mind regarding this amazing book. Some people think that it was written by many different, imperfect men and must, therefore, contain errors. 

Others believe it’s outdated and irrelevant for today because it was written so long ago. However, many True Christians are convinced that the Bible is God’s Word, which He has protected from error throughout the ages.

John 17:17
“Sanctify them through thy truth: thy Word is Truth”

Saints, Jesus said in:



John 14:6
“Jesus said to him, "I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me” 

When we are fully assured that the Lord has given us a book without errors, we have a strong conviction that guides our lives.

A conviction is something we are so thoroughly convinced is true that we’ll take a stand for it regardless of the consequences; but a preference is a belief that could change under certain conditions.

Webster Dictionary: Conviction
1. A fixed or firm belief: 2. No clever argument, no persuasive fact or theory could make a dent in his conviction in the rightness of his position.

Saints, when we begin to understand the truth of God’s Word, we’ll develop an awesome respect for the Scriptures (Isa. 66:2).

As we examine our lives, we must determine whether we live by convictions or preferences.

The Bible has a four-fold purpose:

1. To Reveal the One True God
2 Peter 1:1
Simon Peter, a bondservant and apostle of Jesus Christ, To those who have obtained like precious faith with us by the righteousness of our God and Savior Jesus Christ…

2. To Explain how to Be Saved

Acts 2:38-39
38 Then Peter said to them, "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For the promise is to you and to your children, and to all who are afar off, as many as the Lord our God will call." 
 
Acts 3:19-21
19 Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord, 20 and that He may send Jesus Christ, who was preached to you before, 21 whom heaven must receive until the times of restoration of all things, which God has spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets since the world began.

Ephesians 4:11-12
11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ…

Psalm 119:89
“Forever, O LORD, Your word is settled in heaven”

The truths of God are never outdated and are applicable to every generation.

2. It’s Infallible

Psalm19:7-8
7 The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul; The testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple; 8 The statutes of the LORD are right, rejoicing the heart; The commandment of the LORD is pure, enlightening the eyes… 

Saints, the word infallible means “incapable of error.” If something is infallible, it is never wrong and thus absolutely trustworthy. Simply put, the Bible never fails.

3. The Word is the Revelation of the one True God




1 Timothy 3:16
“And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifested in the flesh, Justified in the Spirit, Seen by angels, Preached among the Gentiles, Believed on in the world,
Received up in glory” 

In this book the Lord has revealed who He is and has provided answers and help for all our problems.

4. The Bible Exposes Man’s Sinful, Hopeless Condition

Isaiah 64:6
“But we are all like an unclean thing, And all our righteousnesses are like filthy rags; We all fade as a leaf, And our iniquities, like the wind, Have taken us away” 

Jeremiah 17:9-10
9 "The heart is deceitful above all things, And desperately wicked; Who can know it? 10 I, the LORD, search the heart, I test the mind, Even to give every man according to his ways, According to the fruit of his doings. 

Saints, God’s Word tells us that we have all sinned, and “the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord”

Furthermore, someday “each one of us will give an account of himself to God” 

Romans 14:12
“So then each of us shall give account of himself to God”

18 They are darkened in their understanding, alienated from the life of God because of the ignorance that is in them, due to their hardness of heart. 19 They have become callous and have given themselves up to sensuality, greedy to practice every kind of impurity.

Saints, from the very beginning, the Lord warned Adam and Eve of
the consequences of disobedience. He always tells us the truth, even when it’s painful, and today He still provides warnings for us if we will listen and heed them.

Romans 8:37-39
37 Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. 38 For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, 39 nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

Saints, His love isn’t based on anything we do or don’t do. Just as parents love their children regardless of their behavior, so the Lord continually loves His children.

Scripture tells us how to handle temptation

1 Corinthians 10:13
God “will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, so that you will be able to endure it.”

God’s Word assures us of Christ’s Return and our Future Reward 
John 14:1-3
1 "Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me. 2 In My Father's house are many mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you.
